The relationship between skin problems and stress is rather complicated: skin problems often
accompany stress, but it is not the stress itself that directly causes the skin problems. Instead, it is the side
effects of stress, such as the use of alcohol, tobacco, and caffeine, that are often to blame.

Alcohol consumed in large quantities can cause problems with the skin by increasing the flow of
blood to the skin; this makes the skin feel warmer and can really worsen the itching that accompanies
conditions such as hives or rosacea. Nicotine and caffeine, on the other hand, cause problem by reducing
the supply of blood to the skin; this, in return, keeps it from being properly nourished.

The best defense for your skin in times of stress is therefore to take the best possible care of
yourself. If, when you are in periods of heavy stress, you consume large quantities of alcohol or coffee,
or if you smoke heavily, it is your skin that will show the results.
